To apply for an award, please write and submit a case study outlining how one or more open methods and practices were applied in a specific research activity. This case study should be a maximum of 500 words and cover the following aspects:
· Title: the name of the case study  
· Abstract: A short introduction that outlines the content of the case study   
· Context: a brief description of the research activity in which open practices were applied.  
· Open methods applied: A description of the open research methods used, outlining the reason they were chosen and how they were applied.  
· Challenges: A description of any barriers or challenges that were encountered and how these were addressed.  
· Outcomes: How the use of open methods/practices influenced how the work was performed and its impact upon the work as a whole.  
· Conclusion: A concluding statement where you reflect on what you learnt from experience. This may include aspects that could have been done differently.  
· Further information: Links to relevant support material, e.g. protocol, R package, Github repository, etc. relevant to the case study (these are not included in the word limit). 
Applicants are free to structure the case study as they consider appropriate. The bullet point list above is provided as a guide on the topics to cover and does not need to be used as headings. 
Case studies must be submitted via the Open Research Nomination form by Friday May 29, 23:59 PM (UK time).
